EQUINE EVENT BIOSECURITY GUIDELINES FOR EXHIBITORS

Your cooperation is essential to protect the health of all horses attending this event.

BEFORE ARRIVAL
All horses must arrive with:
· ✔ Current Negative Coggins (EIA)
· ✔ Health Certificate (CVI) as required
· ✔ Proof of vaccinations (EHV-1/4, Influenza, and others as specified) if required by show management 
· ✔ Horses must arrive healthy and fever-free
DO NOT bring horses that have had fever, cough, nasal discharge, diarrhea, neurologic signs, or known exposure to contagious disease within the past 14 days.

ARRIVAL & CHECK-IN
· Horses may undergo:
· Temperature check
· Visual health inspection
· Stall assignments must be followed as issued
· Horses showing signs of illness may be isolated or denied entry

DAILY BIOSECURITY RULES
✔ DO
· Take your horse’s temperature twice daily (based on risk of disease) 
· Wash or sanitize hands after handling any horse
· Keep horses in assigned stalls only
· Use your own buckets, tack, grooming tools, and equipment
· Clean and disinfect equipment regularly




✖ DO NOT
· Touch or feed horses owned by others
· Share water buckets, feed tubs, tack, or grooming tools
· Allow nose-to-nose contact between horses
· Use communal water sources

WATCH FOR SIGNS OF ILLNESS
REPORT IMMEDIATELY to show management or the event veterinarian if your horse shows:
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· 
· Fever (≥ 101.5°F)
· Nasal discharge or coughing
· Diarrhea
· Dullness, aggression, or unresponsiveness
· Stumbling, incoordination, or neurologic signs
· Mouth or coronary band sores

Early reporting protects all horses.

ISOLATION PROCEDURES
· Horses meeting illness criteria will be moved to a designated isolation area
· Access will be restricted
· PPE  (Personal Protective Equipment) will be required
· Failure to comply may result in removal from the event

AFTER THE EVENT
· Monitor horses for 7–14 days
· Contact your veterinarian immediately if illness develops
· Notify event management of any post-event diagnosis
